I have actually started this new project thing called SIFE. It is students in free enterprise where we go out into the community, this is just a basic overview, where we go out into the community and implement a project to improve the standard of living and quality-of-life in communities.

I'm involved in the Mildura Students Association. I am a mentor. I am involved in the Infinity Leadership Program and I am also a transition assistant.

The Mildura Students Association is a committee of 11 students and we organise events, fundraisers, barbecues, around the Mildura campus, both Deakin and Benetook, and we are also there to assist students with any sort of goals or suggestions they might have about things they would like to start up at the University such as sports groups.

I am a mentor so I've got a student mentor/mentee, leadership program and outside of Uni I'm heavily into volunteer work.

At the moment I've done a short film for student theatre and I'm also working as a TA, a transition assistant with the University.

I have just joined the Future Leaders Club so that's really good experience, they've got really good speakers that come in and really get you involved if you want to be leading once you get out of Uni. And also the Albury-Wodonga Allies for Rural Health so that involves nurses, social workers, all types of stuff, and going to the Northern Territory, doing trips like that.

I do a range of stuff, I was in the soccer team for La Trobe. I do salsa dancing class. I do Spanish and also I used to work as a mentor for La Trobe University and also my college, and now I am a transition assistant.
