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We are introducing students to the natural biology of Australia and natural conservation of our landscape – keeping Australia looking like Australia, and conserving the animals and the plants that make us different.
La Trobe is also nicely situated to have a strength in field-ecology, involving taking students on field trips, and introducing them to the ecology of the Australian landscape. We also take students out to East Gippsland, to the Otway Ranges, to the Mallee, on various field trips as part of the teaching.
We also have other strengths in medical studies, so some of our departments like bio-chemistry, genetics and microbiology, their emphasis is on medical biology.
Some of our graduates have certainly got into government departments like the Department of the Environment, where they are giving advice to government ministers. But then there are other avenues. We know some of our own graduates have set up consultancy companies in field-ecology, and they employ our own graduates of course. 
People get into to a whole range of jobs, which might be, not biological sciences directly, but growing out of an interest in conservation of the environment.
