Top three tips would probably be; definitely ask questions, don't be afraid to ask questions because everybody is willing to help. Find out about the library because that is really good for resources and the library staff are really good for answering any questions that you have. And also getting involved with activities with your specific faculty and also within the University.

Time management. Make sure the time management, that is the thing that you have to have down pat. If you haven't got time management then you better learn quick.

Definitely going to class. Your tutors are there for a reason so use them to your full advantage. Going to all of your lectures even if they are broadcasted because you can always e-mail them or call them from Albury-Wodonga and definitely allocating time to study at home as well, don't just rely on class time.

Go to the classes. You get to learn stuff that you won't learn from like from your books or your notes. Take notes, definitely, because you will be looking for them at the end of the year or when the exam time comes around and you will need them. And have friends who are there to support, it's good to have friends to study with or to chill out with and it helps as sort of like a support structure I guess.

Yes my top three tips. Number one would be go to everything during orientation because it's the most important part of the year. It's when you meet everyone on campus. You get to know people and you just bond. Two would be don't be scared to ask anyone anything, you can just ask students and the third and fourth years are really happy to help out. And my third tip is get a balance going and that study is really important but it is also important to go to the social events.

If you miss tutorials and miss lectures, always go back to your lecturer and ask them questions to clarify your doubts. And the second thing is actually work in a group because when you work in a group people have different opinions, different ideas, and hearing them actually helps you to remember your content better and it gives you more ideas to write about.

I think it's really important to make sure you study, I give 110% to my study. It's also really important to still have time for friends and for family.
