My biggest challenge was probably because I didn't know anyone that was doing my course that came from year 12 so making friends and trying to settle in was a bit hard for me, but during O week it really helped me to do that as well.

The biggest challenge I found was trying to establish what were my strengths and what were my weaknesses so basically there was just a bit of uncertainty there as far as choosing subjects and deciding which path I should take.

There were heaps actually but my biggest one was probably not knowing anybody. It's really hard when you go into a new university and literally not knowing anyone, you have to make friends and going from high school where you know everybody to knowing no one, it's a massive change.

My biggest challenge would probably be being independent, obviously coming straight out of high school, they teach you everything and you get everything handed to you on a platter, so it was really hard to motivate yourself to go to lectures, go to tutorials, do your homework, find out what needs to be due when, so a bit of a pull up my socks.

Surprisingly, breaking away from those I already knew. I came to La Trobe with a lot of girls that I went to high school with and it  was a challenge going out on a limb and sort of thinking no I'm going to separate myself from all of them and just make a whole new bunch of experiences and friends. So getting out of the comfort zone.

I guess it's coming to Uni back from work because after high school I took a gap year and I worked as a manager assistant in China for a year and during that period I was no longer used to writing essays and reading academic journals but after coming back to Uni that's a lot of things I have to do and that's one of the challenges.

I didn't even finish year 11 at school so coming back up here I was told I would never amount to anything when I was in grade 6 so coming to Uni was a huge thing for me. But I did it and I am successful.
