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Greg: At La Trobe we have a vision that we want to work with our students to develop infinite possibilities for them and what we’ve tried to do in revising our finance curriculum is to really embed that vision in our course offerings by offering out students a range of opportunities in which they can develop their future potential to move into a career in finance. 

In designing the new courses, what we’ve tried to focus the courses on is a range of particular career opportunities that students might pursue in the area of finance. So for instance we have a Bachelor of Finance (Investments) which is for those students who really want to work as portfolio managers, financial analysts, in that investments sphere. We also have a Bachelor of Finance (Financial Risk Management) which is obviously a course that is focused on managing a company’s exposure to risk or indeed a portfolio manager’s exposure to risk. 
We’re also offering a Bachelor of Finance (Corporate Finance) which is focused on those students who want to develop a career working in large corporations around Australia and indeed around the world.

We also have a Bachelor of Finance (Wealth Management), this is focused on the area of financial planning. We also have a Bachelor of Finance (Banking) and a Bachelor of Finance (International Banking and Finance) and these are designed to develop the skills that are required to work in the major banks that operate in Australia which rank amongst the strongest banks in the world.
La Trobe’s one of the few Universities in Australia that has a specific finance offering at an undergraduate level. Most other universities have finance as one stream within a generic Bachelor of Finance or Bachelor of Commerce degree. At La Trobe, we not only have that opportunity for students to study finance within a generic Bachelor of Business degree, but we also, for those students that are very clear in their mind that they want to work in Finance and want that brand that the Bachelor of Finance offers them, we offer them the opportunity of studying and taking out a Bachelor of Finance degree. And not only that, because it is a specific degree in its own right, where as other universities offer one particular stream in finance, we’re able to offer six specialisations within the Bachelor of Finance sphere.
