So the LMS is like the bible to university - it has everything you need on there. It’s really good to check it every day or at least a couple times a week to find out what’s going on because if there's any news in any of your subjects that's where it will be first. So on the LMS you have research forums, all your subject guides, any notices on assignments or sometimes even the lectures themselves are on LMS, so any notes that come with the lectures are generally up there as well. So if you ever have any questions and need to find out about a subject or a lecture or assignments or anything, the LMS is the place to go.

I really liked the LMS; I went on it every day. In my education subject there was always new articles and journals posted so that we could have a lot of help with our essays and other assessment tasks. In some of my other subjects there were always new discussions to follow. Any advice I would give to a new student is to go on and play around with it, and if there are any questions you have, just post them on the wall and your lectures and other peers can help you answer them.

LMS is really helpful - all the subjects are on LMS. It’s very accessible; you can access it from home, from uni and even from your iPhones. It’s all the information you need all in one spot, it's really helpful. Use the discussion forums, all the lectures and students are on it, you are able to ask questions and help each other out. One bit of advice to first years: get on it every day, check for updates and your lecture notes.

Well, when I was in first year I wasn't really familiar with it, I only used it to retrieve lecture notes and print them, that was about it. But then when I started logging into it every day, I saw there were other resources in there like links to other websites which helped with study. Another useful tool on the LMS is the discussion board which is really really helpful. People post questions up there if they're having trouble in a subject and other people reply to them to help out.

LMS provides you with study materials and it’s very important that you check it often because lecturers and students post information that might be very helpful to you.
